Resolution 2022-076, Canvass of General

BACKGROUND: 
 
Arizona Revised Statutes require Council to meet not less than six days or more than twenty 
days after a City general election to canvass the results.  The returns for the Sierra Vista City 
Council General Election on November 3, 2022, as well as the conduct of the election, have 
been examined and the City Clerk who hereby certifies that, to the best of her knowledge 
and belief, all election proceedings were accomplished according to federal, state, and local 
laws governing elections.6 
 
The City had the mayor and three council seats on the 2022 General Election ballot.  The 
total number of City ballots cast in the November 8, 2022 General Election was 15,643. Of 
this number, early ballots totalled 11,830 and votes at the polls totalled 3,770.  There are 
25,847 voters registered to vote in City races.  This represents a 60.52% voter turnout.  
 
For the position of mayor, Steve Conroy received a total of 4,606 votes,  Rachel Gray 
received a total of 3,802 votes, and Clea McCaa received a total of 6,096 votes. For the 
council member positions, William Benning received a total of 8,234 votes, Mark Rodriguez 
received a total of 8,889 votes, Carolyn Umphrey received a total of 8,529 votes, and Kevin 
Weston received a total of 7,286 votes.  
 
Having received the most votes, Clea McCaa will receive his certificate of election as Mayor 
and William Benning, Mark Rodriguez, and Carolyn Umphrey and will receive their 
certificates of election as Council Members.  All will take office January 1, 2023 and be 
seated at the first City Council Meeting in January 2023.  
 
BUDGET APPROPRIATION 
The cost of the election was included in the City Clerk’s FY 22-23 budget and is estimated it 



will be $27,000.  Final invoices from the County (Election Services and County Recorder’s 
Office) have not yet been received.

DECLARING AND CERTIFYING THE OFFICIAL CANVASS 
OF THE GENERAL ELECTION HELD ON NOVEMBER 8, 
2022; AND AUTHORIZING AND DIRECTING THE CITY 
MANAGER, CITY CLERK, CITY ATTORNEY OR THEIR DULY 
AUTHORIZED OFFICERS AND AGENTS TO TAKE ALL 
STEPS NECESSARY TO CARRY OUT THE PURPOSES AND 
INTENT OF THIS RESOLUTION. 
 

 
  WHEREAS, the City Council met in special session on November 22, 2022 to 
declare and adopt the results of the November 8, 2022 General Election; and 
 
  WHEREAS, the City Council has reviewed the results of the General Election 
provided by the Cochise County Elections Department; and  
 
  WHEREAS, the City Council has found the election was run and processed by 
the Cochise County Elections Department according to law. 
 
  NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE MAYOR AND CITY 
COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SIERRA VISTA, ARIZONA, AS FOLLOWS: 
 
  SECTION 1 
 
  That the established policy relating to the canvassing of elections is hereby 
reaffirmed. 
 
  SECTION 2 
 
  The City Council of the City of Sierra Vista, Arizona does hereby find, declare, 
and certify that the election results detailed in Exhibit “A” is the official canvass of the 
General Election held on November 8, 2022.   
 
  Of the three candidates running for mayor of the City of Sierra Vista, Clea 
McCaa received the highest number of votes.  Clea McCaa will take office effective January 
1, 2023. 
 
  Of the four candidates running for the three open seats on the Sierra Vista 
City Council, William Benning, Mark Rodriguez, and Carolyn Umphrey received the highest 
number of votes and will take office January 1, 2023. 
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  SECTION 3 
 
  The City Manager, City Clerk, City Attorney, or their duly authorized officers 
and agents are hereby authorized and directed to take all steps necessary to carry out the 
purposes and intent of this resolution.
